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From 4 to 8 May, within the framework of the Erasmus+ academic staff mobility program, 
Caucasus University School of Tourism Assistant Professor Ketevan Tevzadze visited 
University of Alcalá in Spain. 

During the visit, the lecturer was hosted by Professor Blanca García Henches from the 
University of Alcalá. As part of the program, lectures were organized for students of the 
Faculty of Economics, Business, and Tourism on the topic “Marketing Strategies for the 
Development of Tourist Destinations,” where examples from Georgia and the Caucasus region 
were discussed.
