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Necessity of Existence "Business Supportive System” in Georgia

Abstract

In Georgia, there is weak linkages between Business, University Science and Studying itself, which
could affect not only on business lack competitiveness (Escpecially SMEs), but also, on backwardness
of Higher Education, University Science and the law rating of Georgian innovative potential. These

circumstances largely determine country’s economic and social problems.

Based on successful countries’ experience and recent studies performed in Georgia, here is
represented “Business Provide System Model”, which should contribute to complex solution of above

mentioned problems.
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Abstract

The article discusses the use of economic growth factor (which is produced as the ratio of the first
and second order derivatives of the income distribution scattering curve), to a first approximation —
from the mathematical point of view easily and adequately — to demonstrate the public economic
activity and economic apathy. In addition, the economic division of society the so called dual and two-
group models (in the latter case, using the Pareto distribution), is provided which enables to
represent graphically on one plane the four not intersected zones (areas): of the rich activity, rich
passivity, poor activity and poor passivity - in economic terms. That is to say the picture characterizes
the status of society by the nature of changes in the income distribution. The specific points are
discussed on diagrams and the results of the analysis are concentrated in the specific table. There is
also shown the area of “relative stability” in terms of harmonization of the social status of the society
in case of changes of the so-called divide coefficient p and

exponent o of Pareto distribution.
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Abstract

The paper analyzes the causes of the inflation process and the characteristics of the post-soviet
countries. It is shown that in addition to Irving Fisher's ,,money quantity equation” obtained results
that the price increase was the main reason for the government's money emission, there are a number
of other reasons that leads to inflation, which is caused by the transition period features, including the
most important - corruption forms of the privatization process of conduct, which was followed by
party-range and close to the government of ,, Red directors” meager price of the property, the greater
part of the capture, and then to sell ten times greater; Local commodity prices equalize with world
prices; reduction of local production and build the country's import-oriented economy as a result of

linking its currency to the foreign currency exchange rates, and etc.
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Abstract

The use of scattering curves when studying the issue of the effectiveness of donor aid is discussed,
where a richer part of the population (or countries) will assign certain funds (in kind of taxes, or donor
aid). A classic case of Pareto distribution of incomes is used for the analysis. Potential donor aid is
reflected in a more equal distribution of income as a result of administration (or other reasons), which
is appropriate to increase the o- exponent of this distribution (for example, from 1.16 to 2). Although
at this time the poorer part of population reduces by 17% and their average income increases 2.2
times, but the society will unfortunately lose 42% of its economically active members (who are
motivated in terms of investments and expansion in the economic activity). This is a matter of serious
consideration.

Using case studies, there is also discussed the impact of the “shadow economy” and corruption on
the significant growth of income distribution inequality, which ultimately is the natural source

provoking of tension and discontent in the society inside the country.

Introduction: the Georgia 2020 Strategy: a roadmap to the future?

Seeing that Georgia “had no choice but to carry out swift and radical economic reforms!”, the
Georgian government adopted a new socio-economic strategy, whose aim is to bring about “long-term
inclusive economic growth?”. Beyond the hoped economic results, the political meaning is not
negligible. In domestic politics, the Georgia 2020 strategy represents the (political, not legal?)
government’s commitment to concrete socio-economic goals. Besides, the realization of the Strategy’s
goals supposes close cooperation not only between the different state powers* (Parliament and
executive of course, but having the judicial ‘playing along’ might also foster progress®), but also within
the executive itself, i.e. between the President and the Government®. The Georgia 2020 Strategy could

signal the end of ‘kindergarten politics’ in Georgia.

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In international politics, the Strategy could be used as a credibility-enhancing tool: the
Strategy signals that actual efforts are being made, that Georgia may fulfil its international obligations’.
The Strategy, with its references to the EU?, also stands for Georgia’s profession of faith in the liberal-
democratic order championed by the EU®. Last, the Strategy was first drafted after a thorough
assessment of Georgia’s socio-economic situation'®: this could be a sign that “serious” discussions have
become possible. In other words, to the domestic as well as to the outsider eye, the Georgia 2020
Strategy could represent a roadmap to the future.

The Georgia 2020 strategy represents a self-empowerment document (I) to the extent that it
signals the will of the Georgian state to no longer passively “bounce” with the wave of economics, but
has decided to take economic development into its own hands by defining concrete goals, instead of
having external actors deciding what are Georgian development priorities!!. However, whether the
goals of the Strategy will be reached or not, and in the latter case, the extent of the responsability of
Georgian authorities in such a failure, also constitute an important test of the strength and credibility

of the Georgian state (II).

The Georgia 2020 strategy : a self-empowerment document

A roadmap does not only set out a destination, it also defines the path to be taken in order to reach
it. But precisely this seems to be missing from Strategy. It sets out concrete and ambitious goals (A),

but next to none indications as to how these goals should be achieved are indicated (B).

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A. The Georgia 2020 Strategy: a list of goals

With the Strategy, the Georgian government reaches out to both the Georgian population
(“including the diaspora, migrants, ethnic minorities and other groups™?... whether these ‘other
groups’ involve immigrants into Georgia or whether the term ‘groups’ in the European sense in order
to allude to homosexual etc. groups!® remains yet to be determined) and the international, or at least
EU, community'4.

It is to be noted that in the strategy, economic growth is not seen as desirable for its own sake,
but only because of its benefits for the people'®: the general goal the Strategy is aiming at is ‘inclusive
economic growth (..) with universal involvement of the population in the economic development
process’’®. The economic “vision!”” advertised in the Strategy is one where the individual matters,
instead of being sacrificed to the greater (economic) good- an impression sustained by references to
primary human rights (“ rule of law (...) respect for human rights and basic freedoms™'®), and even
third-wave human rights (“social security and social justice”). Moreover, these third-wave rights
seem to be as important as first-wave ones: they are named in the same breath as some of the most
primary human rights?, and not in a separate (relegated) part, as is often the case in domestic and
international documents?!. This could be interpreted as a proof of an incredible modernity in Georgian

legal thinking ?2.... or as a legacy of Soviet legal and state theory?.

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Georgian economic growth and economic development seem to be ‘for the people’ in the sense
of ‘targeted at the people’. It is also a model of economic growth and development ‘by the people’, in
the sense that the strategy calls upon the Georgia people, in the form of the “private sector”, to achieve
the goals set out in the Strategy. Indeed, the Georgian state announces in the Strategy that its
“entrepreneurial activities will be minimal”?, not “to compete with the private sector”® but to
“stimulate the private sector”?. The Strategy aim at directly or indirectly ensuring the welfare of the
Georgian people: The promise of decentralization” means taking concrete steps at the level of
governance the most familiar with local situations (one of the common benefits of decentralization?).
Decentralization also enables to speed up administrative proceedings in relation to business activities?
by multiplying the number of administrative agencies to turn to. But a benefit for the people of a
measure primarily aiming at easing business conditions could be an administration working in a timely
fashion. The Strategy also aims at providing “relevant vocational training®”, a measure that will
directly benefit to the Georgian people by lowering unemployment?!, but this measure will also
positively affect economic growth at large®. The same can be said of the foreseen improvements to the
social assistance system3®, or the health care system3‘. Benefits to the people and benefits to the
economy are intertwined in the Strategy. These goals reveal an awareness of the fact that human and
social factors play a major role in achieving economic development, and a high rate of economic
growth. These goals imply a certain effort on the side of the Georgian population, but should also in
the long run benefit the widest part of the population (and thus avoid an Azerbaijan-style

development)®.

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However, economic growth is also dependent upon the country’s international relations.
Access to the markets of third states is a key factor® in the development of any country aiming at
developing production¥. Several measures to this effect are listed in the Strategy, including the
approximation of legislation in technical aspects to EU and international standards. This measure, if
implemented, will enable Georgia to join onto the international trade scene. The attitude of third
actors would be rather passive than active, they would merely be expected to open their markets to
Georgian products. Yet, the Strategy also paves the way for a more active from third parties, especially
foreign investors: several measures shall be adopted in order to ease the creation of business by foreign
investors in Georgia, and to provide them with a safe investment environment®.

But the Strategy per se is also valuable to third parties and international. Indeed, for the first
time in its history, Georgia has of its own motion adopted a comprehensive economic strategy. Before,
such “roadmaps” had generally been adopted conjointly with, or prescribed by, international
organizations (mainly the EU, with the participation of the IMF and the OECD)%, and the Georgian
government had more or less enthusiastically followed suit on the prescribed reforms. But here, the
needs and the remedies have been identified by the Georgian governmen: it is to be expected that
commitment to this document will be stronger, and shall thus encourage international donors to
invest money and efforts into the Georgian reform process. The Strategy may help these donors to
work towards a greater coordination of their efforts, instead of having each of them pursuing their

own agenda.

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B. The strategy, an organizing document ?

However, the organizing virtues of the Georgia 2020 strategy might be questioned. Actually,
one of its flexibility is its main asset but could turn out to be also its biggest weakness. Indeed, the
Strategy lists several tasks to be accomplished, without specifying by whom, always using impersonal
terms*!. At the very best, the tasks are attributed to the Government*? (in opposition to the Central
Bank, or private-public regulations institutions such as the Chamber of Commerce). The Government
assumes responsibility for macroeconomic stability*, especially for reforming the fiscal system*, will
support the development of entrepreneurship® etc. But the term “Government” is large, even if taken
in the European and not in the American sense*. The elaboration of the Strategy has been conducted
mainly by the Georgian Ministries of Finance and of Economy, yet they can’t be the only ones to
implement it: socio-economic development is an all-encompassing process, from the education system
to sustainable development (both aspects evoked in the Strategy?). This is particularly clear to the
extent that the Strategy foresees improving reforms of the Health Care system. It even acknowledges
the role played by the Georgian Ministry of Labour, Health and Social affairs in tackling health issues,
and foresees a broadening of the scope of such intervention®. Taking such measures without the
participation of the Ministry in charge of public health is hard to imagine.

The repartition of tasks is not the only aspect in which the drafters of the Strategy might have
lacked of foresight. Economy is a whole, and one reform may call for further reforms in order to
ensure the efficiency of the whole system. However, the drafters of the Strategy seem to have
neglected those “side-reforms” that could be either a precondition or a side-effect of the main changes

advertised in the Strategy. Coming to the béte noire of the EU Commission® the protection of

It forgets an important element, data
protection®!, which could be attributed to the traditional lack of awareness of both government and
people®?. However, such an omission could be remedied if the Georgian government called upon
foreign expertise (or domestic experts educated abroad, as suggested in the Strategy®3) for their
implementation process.

Furthermore, the Strategy is not an ending, it is a beginning. In the introduction, this document
has been described as a “vision™*. No word could have been more accurate: the Strategy is a vision, a
projection of what Georgia could be, or become. But there are little indications as to how the changes
and reforms called for in this Strategy are concretely going to be brought about. Further documents,
more detailed, more pragmatic, are necessary in order to implement the Strategy. But the elaboration
of such documents requires prompt action on the side of the Government, if at least some of these

goals are to be reached by 2020.
II. The Georgia 2020 strategy: putting the Georgian state to the test

The whole Georgia 2020 strategy will represent a test for the Georgian government. Its strength
will be tested while implementing the strategy and enforcing the measures adopted in this context (A),
and the state’s level of commitment to the strategy, as well as consistency in its implementation, will

test its trustworthiness (B).

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A. Testing the strength of the Georgian state

Even scholars attribute different meanings to the expression “strong state”. Some will define a
strong state as a state with uncontested territorial boundaries®, with a high level of economic power in
the sense that the economics within the concerned state substantially influence foreign national
economies® as well as world economics, and also political and military power”. This is the
exteriorization of the state’s strength: no one would deny that the USA are a strong state, or China.
But another definition of a strong state based upon internal demonstrations of strength is possible. This
“internal” strength is measured by the state’s capacity to maintain order within its borders®, and to
enforce the measures it enacts®. Some would add the state’s capacity to protect fundamental human
rights, such as the rights to life and property®, but these aspects are already implied by the two
components enounced above®!.

Georgia could not currently be considered a strong state under either of these definitions. The
Georgian state has strengthened itself since gaining its independence from the Soviet Union. A
Turkish author succeeded in coining exactly the right formula to describe the state-strengthening

process in Georgia, expressing both the current lack of strength and yet highlighting the progress

The
border situation in Georgia has not stabilized yet, the Lar7 has recently threatened to take the whole
Georgian economy down, and Georgia is still undergoing a transition from a rural to a more modern
economy.

This lack of strength on the side of the Georgian state raises legitimate questions as to its
ability to fulfil the promises made in the Strategy. The Strategy describes several goals that might
require police intervention while implementing the necessary measures, such as the improvement of
the fiscal system. The Strategy is all about a “reduction of the fiscal deficit®® , and seems to rely solely
in switching most of the domestic debt into the national currency®. The Strategy further promises that
Georgia will not diverge from its “low tax pressure” policy®. A priori, increasing taxes seems the
easiest answer to reduce domestic debt. However, such a measure could also exert a chilling effect
upon business life and domestic consumption in the medium or long term: one can but congratulate
the drafters of the Strategy for their foresight. Yet, reading between the lines, it seems that the
Georgian government wishes to strengthen its administration for the collection of already existing
taxes®. Even though police and tax administration are separate in Georgia, it is a safe bet to assume
that members of both administrations are equal state representatives in the eyes of the Georgian
people. Therefore, strengthening the one may improve the image of the other. Police forces are
clearly called for to implement another of the Strategy’s goals: protection of property rights.®” But
police forces lack of credibility in the eyes of the Georgian people. Two videos have been in January
2015, showing the same woman refusing to comply with police orders following a driving infraction,
and calling instead some high-ranking police official, whom she requested to tell the policemen to
“back off”, and even obtaining the dismissal of one of the agents. It has long been, and remains normal
in the eyes of many, to make use of personal connections in order to avoid sanctions, and/or to obtain
an advantage. Georgia will probably not get rid of this habit by 2020 — a complete change will require

at least one generation. However, the reactions of the civil population are reassuring: many have

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criticized the woman’s behaviour, called the higher official to be fired, and the dismissed policeman to
be re-installed in his functions. The Strategy also promises “enhancement” of the “transparency” of
public administration®, but lists only the improvement of access to public information and services as
measures to be taken. These two steps already conveys the message that public administration,
especially enforcement forces, are not “black boxes” acting in secret, but that their actions must be
accounted for and justified. Transparency of public administration has been an item on the agenda of
many European democracies in the last year, of the EU, of the Council of Europe: there is much
experience with different transparency and accountability mechanisms available for Georgia to draw

on while implementing the Strategy.
B. Evaluating the trustworthiness of the Georgian state

The Strategy, with its extremely long list of target values® to be reached within five year in the
most diverse fields of economic and social life, will require much attention from the Government and
other state authorities. This task will test the Government’s organisation skills: without more detailed
road maps defining, this ambitious is doomed to fail. But organisation is not needed only in order to
prioritize some of the Strategy’s goals against others, but also to make its implementation a priority
against the other domestic or foreign policy issues. At stake is the question of whether or not the
Georgian state is to be trusted to conduct the advertised reforms. “Foreign policy distractions” are to be
feared: foreign policy is an item of importance on the Georgian agenda, with the need to find allies
against bigger neighbours, and support for its economic and social development programmes.
However, Georgian “foreign” policy is also a complex issue insofar it deals with the relation to the
separatist regions Abkhazia and South Ossetia. And recently, some voices have been heard, on internet
forums” and during conferences’!, wondering whether the next months would not be the ideal time to
reconquer Abkhazia, with the Russian military engaged in the Ukraine. Even the most superficial

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thought. Actually, the best strategy might be to boost Georgia’s development, so that the population of
the breakaway territories start to consider it to be in their own best interest to entertain again stronger
ties to Georgia. And concentrating on domestic development instead of launching a military campaign
doomed to fail would build an image of a realistic, reliable, and hence trustworthy state — all features
Western states claim for themselves, and seek in their partners or allies, as part of a general quest for
similarities (similarities which could explain why most world leaders were more disposed to discuss
the outcome of the 2008 war with Russia than with Georgia”).

However, some current domestic issues reflect the Strategy’s goals, and must be taken care of if
the Strategy is to prove successful. One is the stabilization of the monetary policy: the Larss exchange
rate has skyrocketed in December at least in part because of the Russian Ruble instability”. But even
before, the drafters of the Strategy had sensed the importance of a stable currency with low exchange
rates for economic growth. This objective is evoked first in a general macroeconomic context’4, and as
a tool to stabilize and reduce inflation rate’>. But only a general goal is set regarding the Lari: its
exchange rate must appreciate at a lower rate than production growth rates’. No concrete methods are
suggested. The Strategy also underlines the importance of an independent central bank to guarantee
an independent monetary policy”” ..with a promise that the Government won’t interfere in the
activities of the National Bank as sole guarantee of the latter’s independence’. However, this ‘promise’

is not enough: the Strategy having no binding value”, so no sanctions can be imposed in case of

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violation. An Organic law may declare the National Bank independent®, but its dispositions must be
read in relation to the Constitution of Georgia®!, which gives the Government the power to terminate
the office of the board members of National Bank —a prerogative quite uncommon in other countries®.
The Georgian government could therefore consider a reform of the Constitution in that respect, in
order to align Georgia with the standards of developed (and trusted) economies. Such a move would
also be proof that the Georgian state can be trusted to handle monetary policy in a responsible way.

The Strategy is not binding - neither upon the current government, nor upon the ones to come: a
change in the governing majority could be the end of its implementation. A solution would be to pass
a law making the objectives of the Strategy binding for state authorities (similar to acts of Parliament
declaring an international agreement binding). Such legislative action would prove both to both the
Georgian population and external actors that the Georgian state can be trusted to take the Strategy and
its course of reforms seriously. Yet, this solution also has its pitfalls:
A law would be merely symbolic, since only sanctions could only be imposed upon the Government in
case of a failure to act (private enforcement after the French model might also be thinkable?3). But as
highlighted in the Strategy itself, a certain degree of flexibility in defining the Strategy’s goals is
required to conduct realistic and adapted reforms®: how can a failure to act be defined if acting is not
defined?
If the Strategy was to be embedded into a law, changes would only be possible after long and heavy
procedures. It would be preferable to refer in the law to the Strategy as an autonomous document, and
state that its provisions are binding upon the Government (a system of references common to the
German law system, from which Georgia has sought inspiration).

Finally, the contents of Strategy themselves could cast a shadow upon the Georgian Government’s
trustworthiness. One should not make any promises one is not able to keep. Yet, already the Preamble
to the Strategy states that “the state will ensure the prosperity of each citizen™®. As a political

commitment, it is not tenable. This remark could perhaps be extended to most of the target values

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named in the Strategy, at least in regard of the time alloted to conduct these reforms. The Strategy’s

main flaw might actually reside in its ambitions.

Conclusion: a test for the political will

The Strategy Georgia 2020 represents a list of goals and target values without concrete steps.
Nevertheless, this document signifies both to the Georgian population and to third parties that the
Georgian state has decided to take the development of the country into its own hands, no longer
leaving the necessary reforms to be orchestrated by international organisations or third states. The
Strategy could furthermore represent an opportunity for Georgia develop from a weak state into a
“state” (at least in regard to domestic policy). Whether or to what extent will the Strategy be
implemented consists a test for the Georgian state, measuring its credibility and abilities.

Above all, the Strategy will test the willpower of the Georgian State. Indeed, it has already
been in place since mid-2013, but was first made public in February 2014. Real discussions were
organized by the beginning of 2015. Since 2020 has been set deadline, this timing seems particularly
ill-advised, and leads to question the government’s motivations regarding the Strategy. Linked to the
fact that the Strategy is not legally binding upon Georgian state authorities, there are even more
reasons to question the will of the Georgian political personnel.

The Strategy also foresees an assessment system, promising public consultations “if needed”®.
However, several civil society organizations (such as trade unions) have already complained about the
lack of consultation and openness in the drafting phase. It can be doubted that the Government, faced
with the time constraints imposed by the Strategy, will engage into such time and money consuming
procedures as public consultations in the assessment of the Strategy. Such consultations might rally
more support for the Strategy and provide state authorities with important hinsights actual needs of
the population. It is to be hoped that state authorities will not reject this help — they are going to need
all the help that is to be got anyway, if the Georgia 2020 strategy is to go down in history as a major

step in Georgia’s history, and as an example for other developing countries.

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The meaning of the Georgia 2020 Strategy

Abstract

This article aims at assessing the value and importance of the Socio-economic Development Strategy of
Georgia (“Georgia 2020”), in terms of both domestic and international politics. The aim was first to
point out the achievements of this Strategy under the current political and socio-economic situation in
Georgia, before looking at obstacles that might hinder or postpone its implementation. Some of these
obstacles are inherent to the text of Strategy, but could be overcome by taking the appropriate
measures. Some other obstacles arise out of the international and domestic political context of Georgia,
and it might represent an effort of will on the side of the Georgian state authorities to overcome these,
and not be distracted by them.

As a summary, it could be said that the implementation of the Georgia 2020 Strategy will represent a
test of the current and future Georgian governments. And not only the domestic population, but also
the whole international community, will keep an eye to see whether the test is passed or failed-
because the Georgia 2020 Strategy is much more than just a domestic development road map: this
document, and its implementation (or absence of it) will be an element shaping Georgia’s relation to

third countries and international organizations in the future.

Georgian material and spiritual heritage exploratory expeditions, financed by Shota Rustaveli
National Foundation, are held in Turkey- the historical Tao-Klarjeti.

The expeditions are proceeded: by organizational support of Caucasian University and with
participating of Georgian Cultural and Tourism Resources Research Center.

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Mukden Incident and Its Influence on World

Abstract

In the last 20 years of the XX century military-fascist forces stirred to activity in Japan. Their
aim was creating a Greater Japanese Empire. A strategic importance for achieving the goal was granted
to Manchuria region. They have drawn out an occupation plan of Manchuria secretly. An organized
massacre near Mukden was used as a reason of intervention and without coordinating with
government, they occupied Manchuria territory. The League of Nations due to calming down the sides
accepted several resolutions, and sent a commission with the guidance of Lord Lytton to study the
problem at place. On the basis of conclusion Japan was demanded to leave Manchuria, but the
organization was lacking the levers to influence on Japan. In response Japan left the League of Nations
instead of Manchuria. As a result it was clear that an international organization was not ready to stop

an aggressive state. This was later uncovered in Europe, that lead mankind to the Second World War.
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Prerequisites for Admissibility of Cassation Appeals in Civil Procedural Law

Abstract

The above-mentioned thesis aims to briefly and generally review the prerequisites for
Admissibility of Cassation Appeals, also to detect problems evicted in practice. In particular, from one
side — the problem, which is derived from the imperfect wording of the appropriate norm of the civil
legislation, and from the other side — inappropriate reasoning practice in most complaints recognized
inadmissible on the basis of compliance with established practice.

For the research used in the article, public information was requested from the Supreme
Court, and almost 50 reasoning ruling on Cassation Appeals recognized inadmissible was generalized.
The problems revealed during the research process, makes it necessary to define the advantage of the
public interest of cassation with regard to the private interest on legislative level. For the elimination
of this problem the main aspects of legislative amendments as a solution is given in the article.

In addition, the research also revealed the fact concerning the inappropriate reasoning of the
Cassation Appeals recognized inadmissible and with the aim of eliminating this problem, relevant
recommendations were elaborated by analyzing foreign practice.

As a result of all above mentioned, the article will try to develop laconically discussion
concerning the admissibility of the Cassation Appeal, starting from the basis of its origin and its actual

conditions, as well as the existing gaps and the ways of its elimination.
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The Role of Emotional Intelligence for Effective Leadership

Abstract

This study is the first of its kind in Georgia exploring the connection between the new paradigm,
emotional intelligence and effective leadership. The paper aims to examine the studies of researchers
working in the filed of emotional intelligence and make the critical analyses of it in order to present

the theory of emotional intelligence in full, present how the concept was transforming for the last

decades and question if there is a connection between emotional intelligence and effective leadership
and company results. The study covers literature review of various types of effective leadership
concepts and their connection with emotional intelligence. By the confirmation of connection
between emotional intelligence and effective leadership we make an inference that there is no
compliance between a “dark side” of emotional intelligence presented by some of the researchers and
an effective leader with high grade of emotional intelligence. The literature review traverses the
research in the area covering the pre-paradigm and post-paradigm period of 1920s to 2014 and make

the specific recommendations for future studies.

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Adapting the OSI-R™ (Occupational Stress Inventory — Revised Edition ™)

Abstract

Goal — the study aims to adjust the revised edition of occupational stress inventory - OSI-R
(Occupational Stress Inventory — Revised; Samuel H.Osipow (PhD)) - to Georgian population and
conditions. The tool mentioned above (OSI-R) enables us to measure the three aspects of adaptation

to the workplace: professional stress, psychological tension and the resources to overcome them.

Structure/methodology/approach — the study was conducted at state, private, international and non-
government organizations in Tbilisi and Rustavi, and participants included 1010 employees of these
organizations. The reliability and validity of the instrument used within the study was checked by

means of the expert and statistical analysis.

Conclusions — The main result of the given study is the adaptation of the occupational stress

inventory to the Georgian population.

Limitations of the study/influence — there are several more steps left for improvement and the further
validation of the test, such as assessing the criterial validity and the retest reliability within our

population; this represents the subject of further research.

Novelty/Value - various researches confirm that the occupational stress threatens the both parties of
the labor relations — the organization and the employee. Adapted to the Georgian language,
standardized and normalized tool - OSI-R (Occupational Stress Inventory — Revised), first of all will
support the research of the occupational stress within organizations, as well as planning stress

reduction programs and measuring the results in future.
